Surgery Site Preparedness Briefing Paper
Whilst unlikely we need to be prepared in case a patient with suspected Mpox attends the surgery.
Surgery Managers (or their appropriate Deputy)
Please ensure the following is available and in all clinical rooms:
· Aprons.
· Gloves in Sizes Small Medium and Large.
· Handwashing station including hand soap and hand sanitizer.
Please ensure the following is available at all surgery sites:
· FFP3 facemasks, these should be in date and in an easily accessible location known to all team members ( especially the PCN team in case of Locums and contractors requesting this)
At this stage a small supply of 10 masks at each site to be held, please coordinate ordering across sites to prevent expiration
· Long Sleeved splashproof apron (x2)
· Eye protection (ideally visor)
Please identify the following:
· A nominated space to be used for isolation of a patient with suspected M Pox – this may differ day to day so a local plan shared with the reception teams to be made.
· A route of access and egress that has the least contact with staff members and patients in the surgery (similar to COVID access) Please inform local clinicians and PCNs which route is to be used for 'suspected Mpox ' case
